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I would like to install a manual station in the field as backup device of a controller. And I want the manual station to follow its input signal (output signal from host controller) with the preset response speed in switching manual operation to auto.
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SOLUTION

1. In sliding-back action, even if the CAS input (output signal of host controller) changes, the MV output of JB continues the sliding-back with the initial slope.

2. When the MV output in sliding-back action of JB equals to the CAS input, JB turns on to the cascade operation, and the CAS input passes through at MV output terminals.
